Twenty-two thousand six hundred pounds —
That’s what our container weighed. After
spending seven months last year packing it, the
20 foot long iron box traveled 1500 miles by
train across the United States, sailed over 5000
miles across the Atlantic and then journeyed by
truck for 1000 miles across southern Africa. In
answer to the prayers of people like you, our
partnersin Bible tranglation it now arrived at
our new homein Zambia.

When it was placed on the ground it was not
with athud but a gentle hand by a skilled crane
operator. However the great weight of it crum-
bled the solid cement blocks that we had made
for its resting place. We quickly found some
stones to place under it so that it would be up
off the ground when the African rains flood the
area

The locks that Ken put on the container before
we left Texas were still intact! People here
were surprised that the locks had not been cut
off and that the container hadn’t been opened.

Other missionaries serving in Zambia came to
help us unload and move in. It iswonderful to
have family all over this globe. We think
they’reinspired by the same love for Jesus that
you have.

After amonth we are still unpacking and doing
things such as getting furniture, setting up a
home and ministry office or changing drivers
licenses. There's so much to do and it hasn't
been easy but we know it will be worth it when
people come to know Jesus through His trans-
lated Word.

The last items packed into the container werethis
English New Testaments and Bible. When we
opened the doors Ken took them out and gave
them to the men who were helping us unpack. It's
uncertain how well these men will understand the
English Scriptures but our work here and your
partnership will make it possible so that every
language in Zambia can one day have their own
translation of God’ s Word.
