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In Africa when you save seeds for the next 
year’s planting you choose from the very 
best ears of corn. You select the best seeds 
and expect a good return because you 
planted what was good. 
 
That’s the same way we do missions work 
here in Zambia. We are looking for good 
seed to sow that it might produce a harvest 
of souls who know and love God. In the 
Bible seed represents the Word of God, but 
it can also represent lives producing a 
harvest for God.  
 
With so many languages that still need the 
Bible we realize that we can’ t possibly do
